Back to Genesis…. ~ June 2, 2009 ~ Back to the Bible Basics!
The first chapter of Genesis is one of the most God-Centered Chapters in the Bible.  God is mentioned by name “32” times in “31” chapters.  If you add the “personal pronouns”, He is mentioned no less than 43 times.  

Handle the “Holy Hatoration” the by the enemy with rightful rebuttal of the “Blessed”….”if God cannot be trusted when He inspired writers to pen the creation, how can the “offer” of salvation be accepted?”  If one questions what He says about “earth” in Genesis “1”, then how can I embrace what He says about “Heaven” in Revelation 22.  If God cannot be trusted in Genesis “1”, then how can I embrace and “trust” in John 3:16?”

Genesis One: 20-25…..Man’s Domain “prepared for him”

Seas filled with fish, skies filled  with fowl…

Genesis 1: 26-31 ~ Man’s Domain  “presented to Him”

Section begins by telling how God “created” Adam…”let US make man in our image, and after our likeness.”

After God created Adam..then He “crowned” Adam in “3” ways…

First bestowing upon him a posterity….”future generations coming after”…(1:28a) “be fruitful and multiple.”  From Adam, the entire human race would flow.   

Secondly: “God crowned Adam with a position”…(1:28b)..giving him dominion over the fish of the sea, foul of the air, every living thing.

The writer of Hebrews really took us deep into the depth and detail of this dialogue, “thou madest him a little lower than the angels……”

Hebrews 2:7-9

Thirdly, Finally~God crowned him with a “Possession” 
(1:29-31)
He gave him paradise to “enjoy”.  

Ending narrative in reference to creation up to this point “very good.”

In Chapter Two….we see the creation of the Woman, what many refer to as the crowning GOLD moment of creation.

Chapter 2….Verse One…We see the “Creation was Complete!”

Chapter 2:2-3…shows the Creator was content.  On the 7th day, having ended His work, He rested and then He “blessed the 7th day and sanctified it.”

Chapter Three…the Curse….

Note: Sin did not begin on earth, it began in Heaven. It has it’s “sad” source in the breast of an angelic being of the highest order.  It entered the Garden of Eden full grown, introduced by satan and disguised as a serpent.
Don’t miss this…(3) chapters in from the beginning of the Bible the serpent appears for the first time….(3) chapters from the end of the Bible…he is seen for the LAST time!

Chapter 3….word “subtle” means “wise.”  The serpent who Eve was dealing with was a strong match except for ONE thing…”she had the WORD of God! With the WORD…we’re always More than a match for the foe.
What makes us think the enemy was wise?  Ezekiel 28:12

Before his fall, satan was known as Lucifer.  Next to God, he was the most brilliant being in the Universe.  Don’t miss this….NOW a “fallen” creature, he retains his wisdom but it is “warped” wisdom…bent and twisted by sin.

His attack in the Garden of Eden was based on “subtlety.”

It was God’s intention that “headship” should be invested in Adam. Eve was created “second” not first.  She was not created for “headship”…she was created to rule with her “heart.”  The enemy began trying to “twist” God’s order.
Don’t miss this…Adam was created to “rule” with his “head”..or his “intellect.”  The enemy began the temptation with Eve, putting her in the place of “headship”, engaging her in an “intellectual” discussion concerning right and wrong.  Therefore, temptation began with an appeal to Eve’s intellect.

Opened the discussion with “doubt”.  That’s always a “detour” and a “distraction” for a disciple desiring “Divine” destiny.

Three-fold doubt….triple header….

#1..an attack upon the Word of God, Eve’s ONLY defense with “Victory” possibility.  He challenged the “authorship” of God’s Word, “Yea,” he said, “hath God said?...how do you know…you weren’t there.

#2…Challenged it’s “accuracy”….”yea, hath God said, ye shall not eat of every tree of the garden?  How do you know this an accurate “repeat” of what God really said.  How do you know Adam told you everything…he didn’t add something…just to make you  miss out.
#3…Questioned the “acceptability” of God’s Word with the “worth” and “value” it should always have as “absolute”…or as an “order” and not an “option”…or an “opt out” possibility.  God’s “demands” often conflict with our “desires’….”give us the desires of our heart…is the transformed heart which leads to the “desire” which He “desires” us to “desire” according to HIS Word!

After “DOUBT” he followed up with “DENIAL”….”Ye shall not SURELY Die!”  Flat contradiction to the original communication…”Thou shalt surely die.”

He followed up “Doubt” and “Denial” with “Delusion”..”ye shall be as God himself.”   Delusion is “to deceive the mind…trick…mentally manipulate.”  She was led to believe….eating of that forbidden fruit would open her eyes to all kind of wisdom about God.  She threw away “innocence” for “conscience” which was a bad bargain.

Adam was different….the enemy understood God’s order..Adam created to rule from his intellect….so he appealed to Adam’s “Emotions”.  He never tempted Adam at all…he let Eve do that.

Look at Eve’s flow…

“she saw” aimed at the fruit which was forbidden.  The aim was to turn a “look” into a “lust”.  No harm in looking…think again.  Most times, temptation comes through the eyes.

“she took”….aim..to turn a “desire” into a “decision”….if I “want” it…”I’ll pursue” it…or make a “choice” to go after.
“she did eat”…enemy’s aim…turn the “choice” into a chain.  One bite…she was his, done, stick the fork in..called sin. John 8:34 and 2 Timothy 2: 26

“she gave”….aim to turn the sinner into a seducer.  His supreme accomplishment.  He fashioned the fallen woman into a “tool” to ensnare her husband.

Serpent success….Their “plight” (3:7)..eye’s opened…knew they were naked…trust gone.  Psalm 104:2…”clothed with light”…moment they sinned…”light went out” …cover came off.

Their “flight” (3:8) “heard the voice of God walking…they “fled”..instead of running “to”…ran “from”

Adam “summoned” (3:9)

Adam “searched” (3:10-13)….forced to face his sin

Explanation…”afraid”…Excuse (3:11-12) his discrimination led to his incrimination…”who told you that you were naked?”  Despicable excuse…”that woman YOU gave me.”

First…blamed God….then the woman..”wife you gave me”…

Finally..confession….”I did eat.”

Finally….Adam’s attempt to shift the blame, leads directly to “his Example.” (3:13).  Woman tried the same…”serpent beguiled me”…BUT…”I did Eat.

ADAM SENTENCED…

3-parts…War….”because thou has done this…(3:14-19)

#2 “Woe”….”unto the woman will I greatly multiply….

#3 “Work”…”unto Adam…because you hearkened to the voice of your wife…

Last…ADAM SAVED!!!!!!

In Grace…(3:20-21) Salvation is always through Grace!
