Here….God is re-establishing Purpose and Plan.  

Before we dive into the depth, dialogue and Direction by Daddy…look at the FIRST  thing Noah Did after being in the Ark for One Year and ten days.  He made a “sacrifice”…he gave an “offering” because an “offering” is an act of Worship, inclusive of Praise and David shared that “God inhabits the Praises of His People”..which means he had God’s undivided attention to give to Him..and receive back His response in “affection” and “direction”.

Just this past Sunday, one of the things which enhanced and advanced the promises to Abraham was that His first plans, after separating from Lot, was to “build an altar”…Lot was more interested in making a “life” minus “light”.

Chapter Nine…takes us back to God’s purpose for earth.  It was not designed to be a decoration or a beautiful ornament of “creation”…but His purpose is what Isaiah 45:18 spoke about. 

~Part One…The Sanctity (sacred/holiness) of Life!~
Here’s the “Earth” purpose according to God.  God created Earth for the express purpose of being “inhabited”.  Why?...so He would have this visible means of displaying His Love and Grace.  In other words, He created a “Blessing” to “Bless”. 
So, Here we see God in Verse One…speaking to Noah and his sons, “Be fruitful and increase in number and fill the earth.

Second thing….Verse 2….He emphasizes the pre-eminence (being above or superior…we were created just a little lower than the angels…so contrary to those who treat animals better than people…
God created Human or mankind to be pre-eminent..so Fluffy should not have the front seat while others are in the back seat.) This shows the craziness by those who conclude that animals and humans should have equal rights.
Don’t forget, “Only humans are created in the image of God.” (9:6)

To re-emphasize this….Verse 2 is needed.  This is a means of “protection” in addition to a portion of the plan.  Explain your understanding of “how” and “why”.

Answer…wild animals, which would multiply far rapidly than humans, would have wiped humans out long before we were able to catch up.

To show humans are a higher level of life, God gives us Verse 3, “Everything that lives and moves will be food for you, Just as I gave you the green plants, I now give you everything.
Don’t miss this awesome piece of information….Adam and Eve were vegetarians to this point, at this point, God expands the diet allowance and now all animal life is available to supplement the human diet. 
Another thing to point out for those of you who beat yourselves up are allow others to place you on a guilt trip because of what the believe despite it NOT being Biblical for a believer…we were not Divinely instructed nor scripturally instructed to be “vegetarians”.  
If you need a reference and an example, give them the Best one available…Jesus..Luke 24:41-43.

Other thing to note….this dismisses the demonic dialogue about reincarnation or returning as an animals for humans with bad “karma” fate or action dictated destiny…(the principle applied for rewards and punishments for actions in the present life).

Example: Hinduism/Buddaism….inevitable results brought upon yourself by your actions.
Verse 4…the restriction when eating meat.  Because the blood represented life, they were to drain the blood from slain animals and not “eat” nor “drink” it.  Why?  One reason, it was a practice of some pagans who practiced this as a sign of extending life.  
Let me teach…the word “lifeblood” references something discovered in the 1620’s by an English Physician name William Harvey who discovered the circulatory system.  

Dr. Harvey’s discovery became a foundation for modern medicine.  It led him to understand that blood was critical for the preservation of life.  Prior to that, Doctors removed blood from the sick through a “bleeding” process, but now Doctors “give” blood to the sick.  
Verses 5-6….Yes, God had destroyed the earth by flood and now authorized and allowed the killing of animals for food, He did not want man to think he Ever viewed human life as “cheap”.  
Many may not want to hear this but here it is:  this means a murderer should be executed…based on the acts and actions of the person who acted.

Jesus did not discriminate..he reiterated this to Peter in Matthew 26:52B. Allow me to teach it where we can reach it. Jesus does “not” mean everyone who takes up a sword will die by a sword. He was referring to the law that those who committed murder in the ancient world would face punishment by the state or government.  The “sword” represents the common means of “execution” or “capital punishment”; therefore Jesus is repeating the divine law of Genesis 9:6 (also Romans 13:1-4)
Genesis 9:7…God reiterates or re-states His purpose to be fruitful and multiply…because of this command being followed the post-flood era went from the original eight to  more than 5 Billion.
#2~THE SIGN OF THE COVENANT (9-8-17)

Don’t think that the Flood was not a “traumatic” experience for Noah and his family.  It was probably just as “traumatic” as it was “triumphant”.  The scars of the experience is probably the revolving reasons there’s repetition of the word “covenant” which is used “7” times in verse 8-17.

Look at Verses 8-11…..

Verse 12….the “who” for the what (covenant).  Don’t miss this…for “generations to come.”, and then God sets a “Rainbow” as a “reminder” sign of the covenant.

Remember the “Covenant” signs….Circumcision would be a sign of the Covenant with Abraham (Genesis 17:11).  What would be the sign of the Covenant with Israel, according to Exodus 31:16-17?   

What is our Covenant or “New Covenant” in Christ based on 1 Corinthians 11:24-25.  Our reminder…how serious is it…read further.

#3 The Sin of Noah (9-18-29……

Verse 18-19 reveals from the three sons of Noah, came the people who were scattered across the earth at that time. We’ll dive deep into the detail of that dialogue on next week and find out from which sons we are a descendant.

Up to this point, Noah’s life has been fabulous and fantastic. He was the “chosen one” by God to “build” the ark and “begin” the second chapter of the Human Race.

Don’t miss this…it was Noah whom God made the “First” Covenant with.  Like his Father Lamech, Noah was a farmer and Verse 20 explains why he does what farmers do.

After all of this Good Stuff…VERSE 21 is the SHOCKER!!!!!!
Noah gets drunk, off wine, and was laying outside his tent naked.  This is one of those verses, most authors would have omitted but God is a God of Truth and wants us to know the Faith and Facts of folks.  This adds to the Word being the Inspired Word and not the “desired” words.  Desired words often opens up the temptation for deception to deliver book sales as opposed to solid, substance saving truth.

This verse also shows, no one is above or beyond “falling” into sin.  Noah was 600 years old when the flood came, so he had a righteous resume 6 centuries before he drank too much MD.
At any age in our spiritual life we can “fall” if we are not focused.  The best part is not the problem but that God provides the prescription in 1 John 1:9.

At one time, satan brought down many soaring Saints, Noah, Moses, David, Solomon..and don’t look now…he’s still actively employed and doing quite well in 2009.

The Main Thing…when this happens is to remember..one part of salvation is ongoing restoration or as David put it, “unlimited” mercies.  

Listen, if God only used perfect people, there would be no people to use. None of us are perfect but God still uses us anyway…BUT…if/when we sin, we take advantage of His Promise for cleansing and restoration.
Verse 22….Ham receives a designation that’s not good.  He is designated as the “father of the Canaanites”.  If you study Archaeology, their discoveries show that their worship included sexual immortality. Ham saw his Father naked and told his brothers outside.  

Look at his choice…”cover” or highlight this “low light”. He could have covered as his brothers did in Verse 23, but he made fun of it which was not good.
From this horrible error in judgment and crazy choice…comes one of the most remarkable prophecies in the Bible.  When Noah awoke from his drunken sleep, realized what his younger son had did, he said “Cursed be Canaan.” The lowest of slaves will be to his brothers” (9:24-25)
Sin is clearly the exception, not the “rule” in Noah’s life, and though not recorded here, Noah did repent of His sin and God continued to use him to speak His Word.  

Don’t miss this, the curse was placed on Canaan, one of four sons of Ham, probably because  Canaan was the only son of Ham sharing his crazy attitude.  The Canaanites were later conquered by the Israelites, led by Joshua.

Noah lived 350 years after the Flood, for a total of 950 years and then he died.  (9:28-29)
